RADICAL DETRIANGLING





1) ALL RELATIONSHIPS ARE CONDUCTED ACCORDING TO THE ‘LAW OF THE WEST’ -  ALL FIGHTS ARE ONE ON ONE. (AS ARE ALL OTHER INTERACTIONS)





2) NO ONE MAY SPEAK TO ANY PERSON ABOUT ANY-OTHER PERSON.  PERSON ‘A’ MAY SPEAK OF HERSELF, OR OF PERSON ‘B’ BUT NOT OF ANY PERSON ‘C’.  THIS IS PARTICULARLY IMPORTANT IF PERSON ‘C’ IS IN ANY RELATIONSHIP WITH PERSON ‘A’ OR ‘B’.





EACH MEMBER OF THE FAMILY MUST SPEND AT LEAST 10 MINUTES PER DAY WITH EACH OTHER MEMBER OF THE FAMILY DISCUSSING ANY TOPIC THEY CHOOSE AS LONG AS THE ABOVE TWO RULES ARE FOLLOWED.





3)  NO PARENT MAY EVER REFER TO HIM/HERSELF AS “WE” AND THUS INCLUDE THE CHILDREN (OR ANY OTHER PERSON) IN HIS/HER STATEMENT.





4) NO PARENT MAY EVER SAY “YOU” IN THE PLURAL SENSE SO THAT CHILDREN (OR ANY OTHER PERSON) ARE INCLUDED WITH THE OTHER PARENT IN THE STATEMENT. 
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
